Part 8C. Deep Draft Navigation Channel Dredging and Maintenance Fund.

§ 143-215.73J. Deep Draft Navigation Channel Dredging and Maintenance Fund.

(a) Fund Established. — The Deep Draft Navigation Channel Dredging and Maintenance
Fund is established as a special revenue fund. The Fund consists of General Fund
appropriations, gifts, or grants, including monies contributed by a non-State entity for a
particular dredging project or group of projects and any other revenues specifically allocated to
the Fund by an act of the General Assembly.

(b) Uses of the Fund. — Revenue credited to the Fund may only be used for costs
associated with projects providing safe and efficient navigational access to a State Port,
including the design, construction, expansion, modification, or maintenance of deep draft
navigation channels, turning basins, berths, and related structures, as well as surveys or studies
related to any of the foregoing and the costs of disposal of dredged material.

() Conditions on Funding. — State funds credited to the Fund from the sources
described in subsection (a) of this section must be cost-shared on a one-to-one basis with funds
provided by the State Ports Authority, provided that:

(1) Funds contributed to the Fund by a non-State entity are not considered State
funds and may be used to provide the cost-share required by this subsection.

(2) The Secretary may waive or modify the cost-share requirement for any
project that supplements Corps funding for a study authorized by the Corps
related to navigational access to a State Port, based on availability of
alternate funding sources.

(d) Return of Non-State Entity Funds. — Non-State entities that contribute to the Fund
for a particular project or group of projects may make a written request to the Secretary that the
contribution be returned if the contribution has not been spent or encumbered within two years
of receipt of the contribution by the Fund. If the written request is made prior to the funds
being spent or encumbered, the Secretary shall return the funds to the entity within 30 days
after the later of (i) receiving the request or (ii) the expiration of the two-year period described
by this subsection.

(e) Definitions. — The following definitions apply in this Part:

(1) Corps. — The United States Army Corps of Engineers.
(2) State Port. — Facilities at Wilmington or Morehead City managed or operated
by the State Ports Authority. (2015-241, s. 14.6(c).)
