§ 25A-19. Acceleration.

With respect to a consumer credit sale, the agreement may not provide for repossession of
any goods or acceleration of the time when any part or all of the time balance becomes payable
other than for breach by the buyer of any promise or condition clearly set forth in the
agreement.
