products if the producer is not primarily a retail merchant. merchant 9 
and ice used to preserve farm products until the products are sold at 10 
retail." 11 

Sec. 3.  G.S. 136-44 reads as rewritten: 12 
"§ 136-44. Maintenance of grounds at home of Nathaniel Macon and grave of Anne 13 

Carter Leecertain sites. 14 
The Department of Transportation is hereby authorized and directed through the 15 

highway supervisor of the Warren County District, to clean off and keep clean the 16 
premises and grounds at the old home of Nathaniel Macon, known as "Buck 17 
Springs,”which are owned by the County of Warren, and also to look after the care and 18 
keeping the grounds surrounding the grave of Miss Anne Carter Lee, daughter of 19 
General Robert E. Lee, in Warren County. shall maintain the grounds at the following 20 
sites: 21 
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(1) The home of Nathaniel Macon, known as ‘Buck Springs,' in Warren 1 
County. 2 

(2) The grave of Miss Anne Carter Lee, daughter of General Robert E. 3 
Lee, in Warren County. 4 

(3) The Vietnam Veterans Memorial Park, located off Interstate 85." 5 
Sec. 4.  This act shall become effective August 1, 1990. 6
