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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO CHANGE THE ELECTION DATE FOR THE BOARD OF 2 

EDUCATION OF THE GREENSBORO CITY SCHOOL ADMINISTRATIVE 3 
UNIT TO BE THE SAME AS FOR THE CITY OF GREENSBORO. 4 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
Section 1.  Section 2.2 of the Greensboro Public School Code, being Section 6 

4 of Chapter 385 of the 1949 Session Laws, as amended by Chapter 186 of the 1959 7 
Session Laws and Chapter 472 of the 1975 Session Laws, Chapter 181, Session Laws of 8 
1979, Chapter 26, Session Laws of 1981, and Chapter 429, Session Laws of 1983, is 9 
amended by adding a new subsection to read: 10 

"(i) Beginning in 1993, members shall be elected to the Greensboro City Board of 11 
Education in the odd-numbered years. The election and primary shall be on the same 12 
dates provided by G.S. 163-279 for municipal elections.  There shall be no election in 13 
1992, and the terms of office that were scheduled to expire in 1992 and 1994 are 14 
extended until 1993 and 1995, respectively." 15 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification. 16
