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AN ACT TO ALLOW THE CITY OF WASHINGTON TO DECLARE ITS NO-

WAKE LAW INAPPLICABLE DURING CERTAIN SPECIAL EVENTS. 
 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

Section 1.  Chapter 434 of the 1993 Session Laws is amended by adding a 
new section to read: 

"Sec. 3.1.  Section 2 of this act does not apply during special events as designated by 
ordinance adopted by the City Council of the City of Washington or order issued by the 
City Manager of the City of Washington.  Any ordinance or order issued pursuant to 
this section shall designate the duration of the exemption and the territorial area to 
which the exemption applies.  Any order issued by the City Manager pursuant to this 
section shall be recorded in the ordinance book of the City of Washington." 

Sec. 2.  This act is effective upon ratification.   
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 1st day of July, 

1994. 
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
