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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO ABOLISH THE CLINTON-SAMPSON AGRI-CIVIC CENTER 2 

COMMISSION. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  The Clinton-Sampson Agri-Civic Center Commission, established 5 
by Section 2 of Chapter 943 of the 1985 Session Laws, is abolished. 6 

Sec. 2.  (a) All property, real and personal and mixed, including accounts 7 
receivable, belonging to the Clinton-Sampson Agri-Civic Center Commission shall by 8 
operation of law vest in, belong to, and be the property of the County of Sampson. 9 

(b) All judgments, liens, rights of liens, and causes of action of any nature in favor 10 
of the Clinton-Sampson Agri-Civic Center Commission shall vest in and remain and 11 
inure to the benefit of the County of Sampson. 12 

(c) All actions, suits, and proceedings pending against, or having been instituted 13 
by the Clinton-Sampson Agri-Civic Center Commission shall not be abated by this act, 14 
but all such actions, suits, and proceedings shall be continued and completed in the same 15 
manner as if the Commission had not been abolished, and the County of Sampson shall 16 
be a party to all such actions, suits, and proceedings in the place and stead of the Clinton-17 
Sampson Agri-Civic Center Commission and shall pay or cause to be paid any judgments 18 
rendered against the Clinton-Sampson Agri-Civic Center Commission in any such 19 
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actions, suits, or proceedings.  No new process need be served in any such action, suit, or 1 
proceeding. 2 

(d) All obligations of the Clinton-Sampson Agri-Civic Center Commission,  shall 3 
be assumed by the County of Sampson, and all such obligations are hereby constituted 4 
obligations of the County of Sampson. 5 

Sec. 3.  Section 2 of Chapter 943 of the 1985 Session Laws, is repealed. 6 
Sec. 4.  This act is effective upon ratification. 7
