The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
Section 1.  G.S. 14-277(d) is repealed. 6 
Sec. 2.  G.S. 14-277 is amended by adding a new subsection to read: 7 

 "( d1) Violations under this section are punishable as follows: 8 
(1) A violation of subdivision (a)(1) or (2) is a Class 1 misdemeanor. 9 
(2) A violation of subdivision (b)(1), (2), or (3) is a Class 1 misdemeanor.  10 

Notwithstanding the disposition in G.S. 15A-1340.23, the court may 11 
impose an intermediate punishment on a person sentenced under this 12 
subdivision. 13 

(3) A violation of subdivision (a)(3) is a Class I felony. 14 
(4) A violation of subdivision (b)(4) is a Class H felony." 15 
Sec. 3.  This act becomes effective December 1, 1995, and applies to offenses 16 

committed on or after that date.  Prosecutions for offenses committed before the effective 17 
date of this act are not abated or affected by this act, and the statutes that would be 18 
applicable but for this act remain applicable to those prosecutions. 19
