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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO REGULATE SPOTLIGHTING OF DEER IN WAKE COUNTY.  2 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 3 

SECTION 1.  It is unlawful for any person to shine a light intentionally upon 4 
a deer or to sweep a light in search of deer between the hours of one-half hour after 5 
sunset and one-half hour before sunrise. 6 

SECTION 2.  Section 1 of this act shall not apply to the necessary shining of 7 
lights by landholders, motorists engaged in normal travel on the highway, and campers 8 
and others legitimately in the area who are not attempting to attract wildlife. 9 

SECTION 3.  Violation of this act is a Class 3 misdemeanor. 10 
SECTION 4.  This act is enforceable by law enforcement officers of the 11 

Wildlife Resources Commission, by sheriffs and deputy sheriffs, and by other peace 12 
officers with general subject matter jurisdiction. 13 

SECTION 5.  This act applies only to Wake County. 14 
SECTION 6.  This act becomes effective October 1, 2001. 15
