The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. G.S. 116B-53(c)(4) reads as rewritten:
"(c) Property is presumed abandoned if it is unclaimed by the apparent owner
during the time set forth below for the particular property:

(4)  Stock or other equity interest in a business association, including a
security entitlement under Article 8 of the Uniform Commercial Code,
Chapter 25 of the General Statutes, five years after the earlier of:

a. The date of a cash dividend or other cash distribution unclaimed
A by the apparent owner, or
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owner-The date a second consecutive mailing, notification, or
communication from the holder to the apparent owner is
returned to the holder as unclaimed by or undeliverable to the
apparent owner;




SECTION 2. This act becomes effective October 1, 2001. "
