A HOUSE RESOLUTION PAYING TRIBUTE TO THE VETERANS OF WORLD
WAR Il AND HONORING THE MEMORY OF THOSE WHO LOST THEIR
LIVES IN SERVICE TO OUR COUNTRY.

Whereas, the National World War Il Memorial will be formally dedicated on
the National Mall in Washington, D.C., on May 29, 2004; and

Whereas, this memorial is the first national memorial to recognize the more
than 16,000,000 Americans who served in the Army, Air Force, Navy, Marine Corps,

Coast Guard, and Merchant Marine during World War I1; and

Whereas, this memorial will also serve as a place to remember and honor the
more than 400,000 American military service persons who died during World War II;
and

Whereas, thousands of veterans and visitors are expected to attend the World
War Il Memorial dedication and other activities planned to pay tribute to those brave
men and women often referred to as "The Greatest Generation™; and

Whereas, more than 395,900 North Carolinians served in the armed services
during World War I1; and
