UPON THE PETITIONERS AGREEING TO BE SUPPLIED WITH
ELECTRICITY BY THE CITY, AND TO CREATE A MECHANISM TO
FACILITATE THE RESOLUTION OF TERRITORIAL DISPUTES BETWEEN
ELECTRICITY SUPPLIERS.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. This act relates to electric service conflicts.
SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
