The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
SECTION 1.  G.S. 143-48 is amended by adding the following new 7 

subsection to read: 8 
"§ 143-48.  State policy; cooperation in promoting the use of small contractors, 9 

minority contractors, physically handicapped contractors, and women 10 
contractors; purpose; required annual reports. 11 

… 12 
(d1) The Secretary of Administration shall adopt rules and procedures for: (i) the 13 

certification of a business under this section as a Historically Underutilized Business; 14 
and (ii) the creation and maintenance of a database of the businesses certified. The 15 
database shall be created and maintained by the Department of Administration, Office 16 
of Historically Underutilized Business, and shall include the necessary procedures and 17 
rules for certification under this section." 18 

SECTION 2.  G.S. 143-128.3 is amended by adding the following new 19 
subsection to read: 20 
"§ 143-128.3.  Minority business participation administration. 21 

… 22 
(e1) The Secretary shall adopt rules and procedures for: (i) the certification of a 23 

minority business contractor, as defined in G.S. 143-128.2(g), as a Historically 24 
Underutilized Business; and (ii) the creation and maintenance of a database of the 25 
businesses certified. The database shall be created and maintained by the Department of 26 
Administration, Office of Historically Underutilized Business, and shall include the 27 
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necessary procedures and rules for certification as a Historically Underutilized 1 
Business." 2 

SECTION 3.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 3
