HOUSE BILL 581

AN ACT TO MODIFY THE LAW REGARDING MEETINGS OF COMMUNITY
COLLEGE TRUSTEES.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. G.S. 115D-18 reads as rewritten:
"§ 115D-18. Organization of boards; meetings.

At the first meeting after its selection, each board of trustees shall elect from its
membership a chairman, who shall preside at all board meetings, and a vice-chairman,
who shall preside in the absence of the chairman. The trustees shall also elect a
secretary, who may be a trustee, to keep the minutes of all board meetings. All three
officers of the board shall be elected for a period of one year but shall be eligible for
reelection by the board.

Each board of trustees shall meet as often as may be necessary for the conduct of
the business of the institution but shall meet at least once every three months. Meetings
may be called by the chairman of the beard-er-byboard, a majority of the trustees, or the
chief administrative officer of the institution.”

SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
