"(e) Exceptions. — The requirements of this Article do not apply to:

(9a) Purchases of apparatus, supplies, materials, or equipment from
contracts established by the United States of America or any federal
agency, if the contractor is willing to extend to a political subdivision
of the State the same or more favorable prices, terms, and conditions
as established in the federal contract.
