HOUSE BILL 698

AN ACT TO AMEND THE UMSTEAD ACT TO PERMIT FAYETTEVILLE TECHNICAL
COMMUNITY COLLEGE TO PROPERLY TAKE ADVANTAGE OF CERTAIN
INNOVATIVE TECHNOLOGIES.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. G.S. 66-58(c) is amended by adding a new subdivision to read:
"(c)  The provisions of subsection (a) shall not prohibit:

(3e) The use of personnel, equipment, and facilities relating to Interactive Three
Dimensional (Advanced Visualization) technology and Tele-presence
technology at Fayetteville Technical Community College. Proceeds
generated must be used either to continue the function of this program or to
support the educational mission of the school."

SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
