HOUSE BILL 986

AN ACT AMENDING THE DESCRIPTION OF A RIGHT-OF-WAY THAT THE TOWN OF
SPENCER WAS PREVIOUSLY AUTHORIZED TO ANNEX BY ORDINANCE.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. Section 3 of S.L. 2008-112 reads as rewritten:
"SECTION 3. The Town of Spencer may annex by ordinance

i i a parcel of land owned by the Department of Transportation
bordered by the town, more particularly described as follows: That portion of State of North
Carolina land beginning at a point abutting the corporate limits of the Town of Spencer and
specifically located between Tax Map 046, Parcel 812015 and Tax Map 047, Parcel 011 along
US Highway 29N._The ordinance may also include that portion of the Department of
Transportation's right-of-way along US Highway 29N that is abutting the parcel.”

SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
