A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO ALLOW MUTUAL AID AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE STATE AND 2 

POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS OF THE STATE, AS RECOMMENDED BY THE JOINT 3 
SELECT COMMITTEE ON EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS AND DISASTER 4 
MANAGEMENT RECOVERY. 5 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
SECTION 1.  G.S. 166A-10 reads as rewritten: 7 

"§ 166A-10.  Establishment of mutual aid agreements. 8 
(a) The Governor may establish mutual aid agreements with other states and with the 9 

federal government provided that any special agreements so negotiated are within the 10 
Governor's authority. 11 

(a1) The Governor may establish mutual aid agreements with political subdivisions in 12 
the State with the concurrence of the subdivision's governing body. 13 

(b) The chief executive of each political subdivision, with the concurrence of the 14 
subdivision's governing body, may develop mutual aid agreements for reciprocal emergency 15 
management aid and assistance. Such agreements shall be consistent with the State emergency 16 
management program and plans. 17 

(c) The chief executive officer of each political subdivision, with the concurrence of the 18 
governing body and subject to the approval of the Governor, may enter into mutual aid 19 
agreements with local chief executive officers in other states for reciprocal emergency 20 
management aid and assistance. These agreements shall be consistent with the State emergency 21 
management program and plans. 22 

(d) Mutual aid agreements may include but are not limited to the furnishing or 23 
exchange of such supplies, equipment, facilities, personnel and services as may be needed; the 24 
reimbursement of costs and expenses for equipment, supplies, personnel and similar items; and 25 
on such terms and conditions as deemed necessary." 26 

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 27
