TO THE REVENUE LAWS AND RELATED STATUTES. 3 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4

BUSINESS AND EXCISE TAXES 6 

SECTION 1.  Section 31.7(e) of S.L. 2010-31 reads as rewritten: 7 

"SECTION 31.7.(e)  G.S. 105-37.1(a)(1), as amended by subsection (a) of this section, 8 

becomes effective August 1, 2010,February 1, 2009, and applies retroactively to charges for 9 

admission received before that date or on or after that date. G.S. 105-37.1(a)(2), as amended by 10 

subsection (a) of this section, becomes effective January 1, 2011, and applies to admission 11 

tickets sold on or after that date. The remainder of this section is effective when it becomes 12 

law." 13 

SECTION 2.(a)  G.S. 105-113.4 reads as rewritten:  14 

"§ 105-113.4.  Definitions. 15 

The following definitions apply in this Article: 16 

(1) Affiliate. – A person who directly or indirectly controls, is controlled by, or 17 

is under common control with another person. 18 

(1a) Affiliated manufacturer. – A manufacturer licensed under G.S. 105-113.12 19 

who is an affiliate of a manufacturer licensed under G.S. 105-113.12. 20 

(1)(1b) Cigar. – A roll of tobacco wrapped in a substance that contains tobacco, 21 

other than a cigarette. 22 

(1a)(1c) Cigarette. – Any of the following: 23 

a. A roll of tobacco wrapped in paper or in a substance that does not 24 

contain tobacco. 25 

b. A roll of tobacco wrapped in a substance that contains tobacco and 26 

that, because of its appearance, the type of tobacco used in the filler, 27 

or its packaging and labeling, is likely to be offered to or purchased 28 

by a consumer as a cigarette described in subpart a. of this 29 

subdivision. 30 

… 31 

(4a) Integrated wholesale dealer. – A wholesale dealer who is an affiliate of a 32 

manufacturer of tobacco products, other than cigarettes, and is not a retail 33 

dealer. An "affiliate" is a person who directly or indirectly controls, is 34 

controlled by, or is under common control with another person. 35 

…." 36 

SECTION 2.(b)  G.S. 105-113.10 reads as rewritten: 37 
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"§ 105-113.10.  Manufacturers shipping to distributors exempt.exempt from paying tax. 1 

(a) Shipping to Other Distributors. – Any manufacturer shipping cigarettes to other 2 

distributors who are licensed under G.S. 105-113.12 may, upon application to the Secretary and 3 

upon compliance with requirements prescribed by the Secretary, be relieved of paying the taxes 4 

levied in this Part. No manufacturer may be relieved of the requirement to be licensed as a 5 

distributor in order to make shipments, including drop shipments, to a retail dealer or ultimate 6 

user. 7 

(b) Shipping for Affiliated Manufacturer. – A manufacturer may, upon application to 8 

the Secretary and upon compliance with requirements prescribed by the Secretary, be relieved 9 

of paying the taxes levied in this Part on cigarettes that are manufactured by an affiliated 10 

manufacturer and temporarily stored at and shipped from its facilities." 11 

SECTION 2.(c)  G.S. 105-113.21(b) reads as rewritten: 12 

"(b) Refund. – A distributor in possession of packages of stale or otherwise unsalable 13 

cigarettes upon which the tax has been paid may return the cigarettes to the manufacturer as 14 

provided in this subsection and apply to the Secretary for refund of the tax. The application 15 

shall be in the form prescribed by the Secretary and shall be accompanied by an affidavit from 16 

the manufacturer stating the number of cigarettes returned to the manufacturer by the applicant. 17 

The Secretary shall refund the tax paid, less the discount allowed, on the unsalable cigarettes. 18 

The distributor must return the cigarettes to the manufacturer of the cigarettes or to the 19 

affiliated manufacturer who is contracted by the manufacturer of the cigarettes to serve as the 20 

manufacturer's agent for the purposes of validating quantities and disposing of unsalable 21 

cigarettes." 22 

SECTION 3.  G.S. 105-120.2(f) is repealed. 23 

SECTION 4.  G.S. 105-129.50 is amended by adding a new subdivision to read: 24 

"§ 105-129.50.  Definitions. 25 

The definitions in section 41 of the Code apply in this Article. In addition, the following 26 

definitions apply in this Article: 27 

(1) Development tier one area. – Defined in G.S. 143B-437.08. 28 

…." 29 

SECTION 5.  G.S. 105-130.4(t2) and G.S. 105-122(c1)(3) are repealed. 30 

SECTION 6.  G.S. 105-41(a)(8) and (a)(9) read as rewritten: 31 

"(a) Every individual in this State who practices a profession or engages in a business 32 

and is included in the list below must obtain from the Secretary a statewide license for the 33 

privilege of practicing the profession or engaging in the business. A license required by this 34 

section is not transferable to another person. The tax for each license is fifty dollars ($50.00). 35 

… 36 

(8) A real estate broker or a real estate salesman,broker as defined in 37 

G.S. 93A-2. A real estate broker or a real estate salesman who is also a real 38 

estate appraiser is required to obtain only one license under this section to 39 

cover both activities. 40 

(9) A real estate appraiser, as defined in G.S. 93E-1-4. A real estate appraiser 41 

who is also a real estate broker or a real estate salesman is required to obtain 42 

only one license under this section to cover both activities." 43 

SECTION 7.  G.S. 105-113.82(a) reads as rewritten: 44 

"(a) Amount. – The Secretary must distribute annually a percentage of the net amount of 45 

excise taxes collected on the sale of malt beverages and wine during the preceding 12-month 46 

period ending March 31 to the counties or cities in which the retail sale of these beverages is 47 

authorized in the entire county or city. For purposes of this subsection, the term "net amount" 48 

means gross collections less refunds and amounts credited to the Department of Commerce 49 

under G.S. 105-113.81A. The percentages to be distributed are as follows: 50 
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(1) Of the tax on malt beverages levied under G.S. 105-113.80(a), twenty and 1 

forty-seven hundredths percent (20.47%). 2 

(2) Of the tax on unfortified wine levied under G.S. 105-113.80(b), forty-nine 3 

and forty-four hundredths percent (49.44%). 4 

(3) Of the tax on fortified wine levied under G.S. 105-113.80(b), eighteen 5 

percent (18%)." 6 

SECTION 8.  G.S. 105-125(b) reads as rewritten: 7 

"(b) Certain Investment Companies. – A corporation doing business in North Carolina 8 

that meets one or more of the following conditions may, in determining its basis capital stock, 9 

surplus, and undivided profits base for franchise tax, deduct the aggregate market value of its 10 

investments in the stocks, bonds, debentures, or other securities or evidences of debt of other 11 

corporations, partnerships, individuals, municipalities, governmental agencies, or governments: 12 

(1) A regulated investment company. – A regulated investment company is an 13 

entity that qualifies as a regulated investment company under section 851 of 14 

the Code. 15 

(2) A REIT, unless the REIT is a captive REIT. – The terms "REIT" and 16 

"captive REIT" have the same meanings as defined in G.S. 105-130.12." 17 

SECTION 9.  G.S. 105-127(f) reads as rewritten: 18 

"(f) After the end of the income year in which a domestic corporation is dissolved 19 

pursuant to Part 1 of Article 14 of Chapter 55 of the General Statutes, the corporation is no 20 

longer subject to the tax levied in this Article unless the Secretary of Revenue finds that the 21 

corporation has engaged in business activities in this State not appropriate to winding up and 22 

liquidating its business and affairs." 23 

SECTION 10.  G.S. 105-228.8(e) reads as rewritten: 24 

"(e) This section shall not apply to special purpose obligations or assessments based on 25 

premiums imposed in connection with particular kinds of insurance, to the special purpose 26 

regulatory charge imposed under G.S. 58-6-25, or to dedicated special purpose taxes based on 27 

premiums. For purposes of this section, seventy-five percent (75%) of the one and thirty-three 28 

hundredths percent (1.33%) tax on amounts collected on contracts of insurance applicable to 29 

fire and lightning coverage shall not be a special purpose obligation or assessment or a 30 

dedicated special purpose tax within the meaning of this subsection." 31

SECTION 11.  Section 4 of S.L. 2011-5 reads as rewritten: 34 

"SECTION 4. This act is effective when it becomes law. law and applies to the estates of 35 

decedents dying on or after January 1, 2011. Notwithstanding Section 1 of this act, any 36 

amendments to the Internal Revenue Code enacted after May 1, 2010, that increase North 37 

Carolina taxable income for the 2010 taxable year become effective for taxable years beginning 38 

on or after January 1, 2011." 39 

SECTION 12.(a)  If House Bill 200, 2011 Regular Session, becomes law, then 40 

G.S. 105-134.1(19), as repealed in that act, is reenacted. 41 

SECTION 12.(b)  If House Bill 200, 2011 Regular Session, becomes law, then 42

"(a1) Personal Exemption. – In calculating North Carolina taxable income, a taxpayer 44 

may deduct an exemption amount equal to the amount listed in the table below based on the 45 

taxpayer's filing status and adjusted gross income. The taxpayer is allowed the same number 46 

ofpersonal exemptions claimed allowed under section 151 of the Code for the taxable year. 47

(a2) Deduction Amount. – In calculating North Carolina taxable income, a taxpayer may 7 

deduct either the standard deduction amount listed in the table below for that taxpayer's filing 8 

status or the itemized deductions amount elected claimed under section 63 of the Code. A 9 

taxpayer may not deduct both the standard deduction amount and the itemized deductions 10 

amount. In the case of a married couple filing separate returns, a taxpayer may not deduct the 11 

standard deduction amount if the taxpayer's spouse claims itemized deductions for State 12 

purposes. 13 

A taxpayer that deducts the standard deduction amount under this subsection and is entitled 14 

to an additional deduction amount under section 63(f) of the Code for the aged or blind may 15 

deduct an additional amount under this subsection. The additional amount the taxpayer may 16 

deduct is six hundred dollars ($600.00) in the case of an individual who is married and seven 17 

hundred fifty dollars ($750.00) in the case of an individual who is not married and is not a 18 

surviving spouse. The taxpayer is allowed the same number of additional amounts that the 19 

taxpayer claimed under the Code for the taxable year.  20

"(22) The firstAn amount not to exceed fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) of net 29 

business income the taxpayer receives during the taxable year. In the case of 30 

a married couple filing a joint return where both spouses receive or incur net 31 

business income, the maximum dollar amounts apply separately to each 32 

spouse's net business income, not to exceed a total of one hundred thousand 33 

dollars ($100,000). For purposes of this subdivision, the term "business 34 

income" does not include income that is considered passive income under 35 

the Code." 36

itemized deductions deducted under the Code for the taxable year exceed the 42 

standard deduction allowable to the taxpayer under the Code reduced by the 43 

amount the taxpayer is required to add to taxable income under subdivision 44 

(4) of this subsection.subsection (a2) of this section." 45 

SECTION 12.(e)  If House Bill 200, 2011 Regular Session, becomes law, then 46 

G.S. 105-134.6(c)(12) is repealed. 47 

SECTION 12.(f)  This section is effective for taxable years beginning on or after 48

SECTION 15.(a)  G.S. 105-164.3(25) and (30a) reads as rewritten: 12 

"§ 105-164.3.  Definitions. 13 

The following definitions apply in this Article: 14

(25a) Over-the-counter drug. – A drug that can be dispensed under federal law 16 

without a prescription and is required by 21 C.F.R. § 210.66 201.66 to have 17 

a label containing a "Drug Facts" panel and a statement of its active 18 

ingredients. 19 

… 20 

(30a) Professional motorsports racing team. – A racing team that satisfies all of the 21 

following conditions: 22 

a. The team is operated for profit. 23 

b. A majority of the revenues of the team is derived from sponsorship 24 

of the racing team and prize money.The team does not claim a 25 

deduction under section 183 of the Code. 26 

c. The team competes in at least sixty-six percent (66%) of the races 27 

sponsored in a race series in a single season by a motorsports 28 

sanctioning body." 29

"(33b) Related member. – Defined in G.S. 105-130.7A." 31

"§ 105-164.14A.  Economic incentive refunds. 33 

(a) Refund. – The following taxpayers are allowed an annual refund of sales and use 34 

taxes paid under this Article: 35 

… 36 

(4) Motorsports team or sanctioning body. – A professional motorsports racing 37 

team or ateam, a motorsports sanctioning body body, or a related member of 38 

such a team or body is allowed a refund of the sales and use tax paid by it in 39 

this State on aviation fuel that is used to travel to or from a motorsports 40 

event in this State, to travel to a motorsports event in another state from a 41 

location in this State, or to travel to this State from a motorsports event in 42 

another state. For purposes of this subdivision, a "motorsports event" 43 

includes a motorsports race, a motorsports sponsor event, and motorsports 44 

testing. This subdivision is repealed for purchases made on or after January 45 

1, 2011. 46 

(5) Professional motorsports team. – A professional motorsports racing team or 47 

a related member of a team is allowed a refund of fifty percent (50%) of the 48 

sales and use tax paid by it in this State on tangible personal property, other 49 

than tires or accessories, that comprises any part of a professional 50 

motorsports vehicle. For purposes of this subdivision, "motorsports 51 
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accessories" includes instrumentation, telemetry, consumables, and paint. 1 

This subdivision is repealed for purchases made on or after January 1, 2014." 2 

SECTION 15.(d)  Subsection (b) this section and G.S. 105-164.14A(a)(4), as 3 

amended by subsection (c) of this section, apply retroactively to purchases made on or after 4 

January 1, 2005. G.S. 105-164.14A(a)(5), as amended by subsection (c) of this section, applies 5 

retroactively to purchases made on or after July 1, 2007. 6 

SECTION 16.  G.S. 105-164.4(a)(3) reads as rewritten: 7 

"(3) A tax at the general rate applies to the gross receipts derived from the rental 8 

of an accommodation. The tax does not apply to (i) a private residence or 9 

cottage that is rented for fewer than 15 days in a calendar year or to year; (ii) 10 

an accommodation rented to the same person for a period of 90 or more 11 

continuous days.days; or (iii) an accommodation arranged or provided to a 12 

person by a school, camp, or similar entity where a tuition or fee is charged 13 

to the person for enrollment in the school, camp, or similar entity. 14 

Gross receipts derived from the rental of an accommodation include the 15 

sales price of the rental of the accommodation. The sales price of the rental 16 

of an accommodation is determined as if the rental were a rental of tangible 17 

personal property. The sales price of the rental of an accommodation 18 

marketed by a facilitator includes charges designated as facilitation fees and 19 

any other charges necessary to complete the rental. 20 

A person who provides an accommodation that is offered for rent is 21 

considered a retailer under this Article. A facilitator must report to the 22 

retailer with whom it has a contract the sales price a consumer pays to the 23 

facilitator for an accommodation rental marketed by the facilitator. A retailer 24 

must notify a facilitator when an accommodation rental marketed by the 25 

facilitator is completed and, within three business days of receiving the 26 

notice, the facilitator must send the retailer the portion of the sales price the 27 

facilitator owes the retailer and the tax due on the sales price. A facilitator 28 

that does not send the retailer the tax due on the sales price is liable for the 29 

amount of tax the facilitator fails to send. A facilitator is not liable for tax 30 

sent to a retailer but not remitted by the retailer to the Secretary. Tax 31 

payments received by a retailer from a facilitator are held in trust by the 32 

retailer for remittance to the Secretary. A retailer that receives a tax payment 33 

from a facilitator must remit the amount received to the Secretary. A retailer 34 

is not liable for tax due but not received from a facilitator. The requirements 35 

imposed by this subdivision on a retailer and a facilitator are considered 36 

terms of the contract between the retailer and the facilitator. 37 

A person who, by written contract, agrees to be the rental agent for the 38 

provider of an accommodation is considered a retailer under this Article and 39 

is liable for the tax imposed by this subdivision. The liability of a rental 40 

agent for the tax imposed by this subdivision relieves the provider of the 41 

accommodation from liability. A rental agent includes a real estate broker, as 42 

defined in G.S. 93A-2. 43 

The following definitions apply in this subdivision: 44 

a. Accommodation. – A hotel room, a motel room, a residence, a 45 

cottage, or a similar lodging facility for occupancy by an individual. 46 

b. Facilitator. – A person who is not a rental agent and who contracts 47 

with a provider of an accommodation to market the accommodation 48 

and to accept payment from the consumer for the accommodation." 49 

SECTION 17.  G.S. 105-164.4C(h)(5) reads as rewritten: 50 

"(h) Definitions. – The following definitions apply in this section: 51

(5) Postpaid calling service. – A telecommunications service that is charged on a 2 

call-by-call basis and is obtained by making payment at the time of the call 3 

either through the use of a credit or payment mechanism, such as a bank 4 

card, travel card, credit card, or debit card, or by charging the call to a 5 

telephone number that is not associated with the origination or termination 6 

of the telecommunications service. A postpaid calling service includes a 7 

service that meets all the requirements of a prepaid wireline telephone 8 

calling service, except the exclusive use requirement. 9

SECTION 18.  G.S. 105-164.13(12), (26a), (33), (38), and (49) read as rewritten: 11 

"§ 105-164.13.  Retail sales and use tax. 12 

The sale at retail and the use, storage, or consumption in this State of the following tangible 13 

personal property, digital property, and services are specifically exempted from the tax imposed 14 

by this Article: 15

(12) Sales of any of the following items: 17 

a. Prosthetic devices.devices for human use. 18 

b. Mobility enhancing equipment sold on a prescription. 19 

c. Durable medical equipment sold on prescription. 20 

d. Durable medical supplies sold on prescription. 21

(26a) Food sold not for profit by a public school cafeteria to a child care center 23 

that participates in the Child and Adult Care Food Program of the 24 

Department of Public Instruction.Health and Human Services. 25 

… 26 

(33a) Tangible personal property sold by a retailer to a purchaser within or without 27 

this State, when the property is delivered by the retailer in this State to a 28 

common carrier or to the United States Postal Service for delivery to the 29 

purchaser or the purchaser's designees outside this State and the purchaser 30 

does not subsequently use the property in this State. 31

(38) Food and other items lawfully purchased under the Food Stamp Program, 7 33 

U.S.C. § 2011, and supplemental foods lawfully purchased with a food 34 

instrument issued under the Special Supplemental Food Nutrition Program, 35 

42 U.S.C. § 1786, and supplemental foods purchased for direct distribution 36 

by the Special Supplemental Food Nutrition Program. 37

(49) Installation charges when the charges are separately stated.stated on the 39 

invoice at the time of sale." 40 

SECTION 19.  G.S. 105-164.13D(a) reads as rewritten: 41 

"(a) The taxes imposed by this Article do not apply to the Energy Star qualified products 42 

listed in this section if sold between 12:01 A.M. on the first Friday of November and 11:59 43 

P.M. the following Sunday. The qualified products are: 44 

(1) Clothes washers. 45 

(2) Freezers and refrigerators. 46 

(3) Central air conditioners and room air conditioners. 47 

(4) Air-source heat pumps and geothermal heat pumps. 48 

(5) Ceiling fans. 49 

(6) Dehumidifiers. 50 

(7) Programmable thermostats." 51 
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SECTION 20.(a)  G.S. 105-164.14A(a)(1) and (a)(4), as amended by this act, read 1 

as rewritten: 2 

"§ 105-164.14A.  Economic incentive refunds. 3 

(a) Refund. – The following taxpayers are allowed an annual refund of sales and use 4 

taxes paid under this Article: 5 

(1) Passenger air carrier. – An interstate passenger air carrier is allowed a refund 6 

of the sales and use tax paid by it on fuel in excess of two million five 7 

hundred thousand dollars ($2,500,000). The amount of sales and use tax paid 8 

does not include a refund allowed to the interstate passenger air carrier under 9 

G.S. 105-164.14(a). This subdivision is repealed for purchases made on or 10 

after January 1, 2011.January 1, 2013. 11 

… 12 

(4) Motorsports team or sanctioning body. – A professional motorsports racing 13 

team, a motorsports sanctioning body, or a related member of such a team or 14 

body is allowed a refund of the sales and use tax paid by it in this State on 15 

aviation fuel that is used to travel to or from a motorsports event in this 16 

State, to travel to a motorsports event in another state from a location in this 17 

State, or to travel to this State from a motorsports event in another state. For 18 

purposes of this subdivision, a "motorsports event" includes a motorsports 19 

race, a motorsports sponsor event, and motorsports testing. This subdivision 20 

is repealed for purchases made on or after January 1, 2011.January 1, 2013. 21

SECTION 20.(b)  This section applies retroactively to purchases made on or after 23 

January 1, 2011. 24 

SECTION 21.  G.S. 105-164.16(d) reads as rewritten: 25 

"(d) Use Tax on Out-of-State Purchases. – Use tax payable by an individual who 26 

purchases the items listed in this subsection tangible personal property other than a boat or an 27 

aircraft, digital property, or a service outside the State for a nonbusiness purpose is due on an 28 

annual basis. For an individual who is not required to file an individual income tax return under 29 

Part 2 of Article 4 of this Chapter, the annual reporting period ends on the last day of the 30 

calendar year and a use tax return is due by the following April 15. For an individual who is 31 

required to file an individual income tax return, the annual reporting period ends on the last day 32 

of the individual's income tax year, and the use tax must be paid on the income tax return as 33 

provided in G.S. 105-269.14. The items are: 34 

(1) Tangible personal property other than a boat or an aircraft. 35 

(2) Digital property. 36 

(3) A service." 37 

SECTION 22.  G.S. 105-187.51C(c) reads as rewritten: 38 

"(c) Forfeiture. – If the required level of investment to qualify as an eligible datacenter is 39 

not timely made, then the rate provided under this section is forfeited. If the required level of 40 

investment is timely made but any eligible machinery and equipment is not located and used at 41 

an eligible datacenter, then the rate provided for that machinery and equipment under this 42 

section is forfeited. A taxpayer that forfeits a rate under this section is liable for all past sales 43 

and use taxes avoided as a result of the forfeiture, computed at the combined general rate 44 

applicable State and local rates from the date the taxes would otherwise have been due, plus 45 

interest at the rate established under G.S. 105-241.21. If the forfeiture is triggered due to the 46 

lack of a timely investment required by this section, then interest is computed from the date the 47 

sales or use tax would otherwise have been due.
