PART I. PRESIDENT PRO TEMPORE'S RECOMMENDATIONS 12 

SECTION 1.1.  Thompson H. Forbes III of Pitt County is appointed to the North 13 

Carolina Brain Injury Advisory Council for a term expiring on September 30, 2015. 14

SECTION 2.1.  Kevin S. Gordon of Cleveland County is appointed to the State Fire 17 

and Rescue Commission for a term expiring on June 30, 2013, to fill the unexpired term of 18

SECTION 2.2.  Charles M. DeVane, Jr. of Bladen County is appointed to the 20 

Southeastern North Carolina Regional Development Commission for a term expiring on June 21 

30, 2015, to fill the unexpired term of John R. Andrew. 22 

SECTION 2.3.  Benjamin C. Hobbs of Perquimans County is appointed to the 23 

North Carolina's Northeast Commission for a term expiring on June 30, 2012, to fill the 24
