The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 

SECTION 1.  G.S. 131D-10.9A reads as rewritten: 6 

"§ 131D-10.9A.  Permanency Innovation Initiative Oversight Committee created. 7 

… 8 

(d) Reports. – The Committee shall report its analysis and any findings and 9 

recommendations to the General Assembly by September 15chairs of the Senate 10 

Appropriations Committee on Health and Human Services, the chairs of the House of 11 

Representatives Appropriations Committee on Health and Human Services, and the Fiscal 12 

Research Division by February 15 of each year. 13 

(e) Organization. – The President Pro Tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the 14 

House of Representatives shall each designate a cochair of the Committee. The Committee 15 

shall meet at least once a quartertwice each year upon the joint call of the cochairs. A quorum 16 

of the Committee is seven members. No action may be taken except by a majority vote at a 17 

meeting at which a quorum is present. 18

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 20
