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§ 1‑270. Appeal to appellate division; security on appeal; stay.
Cases shall be taken to the appellate division by appeal, as provided by law. All provisions

in this Article as to the security to be given upon appeals and as to the stay of proceedings
apply to appeals taken to the appellate division.
