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§ 120‑18. Appeal from denial of right to be heard.
If any committee shall refuse to grant the request of any citizen to be heard before it in a

matter touching his interests, he may appeal to the house of which the committee is a part; and
if he shows good reason for his request the house shall order it to be granted. (1868‑9, c. 270,
