A BILL TO BEENTITLED
AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR PARTISAN ELECTIONS FOR THE MEMBERS OF THE
CATAWBA COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION, HICKORY CITY BOARD OF
EDUCATION, NEWTON-CONOVER CITY BOARD OF EDUCATION, AND PAMLICO
COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1.(a) Section 1 of Chapter 874 of the 1969 Session Laws, as amended by
Chapter 170 of the 1985 Session Laws, reads as rewritten:
"Section 1. The Beard-efEducation-of-Catawba County Board of Education shall eentinue

staggered four-year terms."

SECTION 1.(b) Section 2 of Chapter 874 of the 1969 Session Laws, as amended by
Chapter 170 of the 1985 Session Laws and Chapter 132 of the 1995 Session Laws, reads as
rewritten:

SECTION 1.(c) Section 3 of Chapter 874 of the 1969 Session Laws, as amended by
Chapter 382 of the 1979 Session Laws and Chapter 132 of the 1995 Session Laws, reads as

rewritten:
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"Sec. 3. All persons desiring to be candidates for membership on said-the Catawba County
Board of Educatlon shall file a_ notlce of candldacy with the Board of Elections of Catawba
County

Enday—m—lalsfm—the—yeapef—theeleetlen—mm;ehrat the same tlme as candldates for other county
offices. The notice shall state the name-of-each-candidatehis-age-candidate's name, age, and

place of residence, and which shall be accompanied by a filing fee of ten dollars ($10.00)."
SECTION 1.(d) Section 4 of Chapter 874 of the 1969 Session Laws, as amended by
Chapter 132 of the 1995 Session Laws, reads as rewritten:
"Sec. 4. Notwithstanding the provisions of G.S. 115C-37, the Catawba County Board of

Educatlon shaII be elected on a nenpaﬁ%n—ba&s—at—the—ﬂ%ne—set—by—@é—%%—i—feﬁhe—gene#at

partlsan basis. Except as prowded by thls act, the eIectlon shaII be conducted in accordance W|th
the applicable provisions of Chapters 115C and 163 of the General Statutes. Members of the
Catawba County Board of Education ef-Catawba-Coeunty-shall take office and qualify on the First
first Monday in December following their election.”

SECTION 1.(e) Section 5 of Chapter 874 of the 1969 Session Laws, as amended by
Chapter 132 of the 1995 Session Laws, reads as rewritten:

"Sec. 5. All candidates in any primary or general election held under this Act shall be
qualified electors-voters of Catawba County who reside outside the boundaries of the Hickory
Administrative School Unit and the Newton-Conover Administrative School Unit, and shall be
voted upon at large by the electors-voters in Catawba County who reside outside the boundaries
of the Hickory Administrative School Unit and the Newton-Conover Administrative School
Unit."

SECTION 1.(f) Chapter 874 of the 1969 Session Laws is amended by adding a new

section to read:
"Sec. 6.1. Vacancies on the Catawba County Board of Education shall be filled in accordance

with G.S. 115C-37.1."

SECTION 1.(g) This act does not affect the term of office of any member elected in
2020 or 2022 to the Catawba County Board of Education. The members of the Catawba County
Board of Education elected in 2020 and 2022, or any member appointed to fill a vacancy for the
remainder of an unexpired term for a member elected in 2020 or 2022, shall serve until a
successor has been elected and qualified. Any vacancy on the Catawba County Board of
Education for a member elected in 2020 and 2022 shall be filled by appointment by the remaining
members of the Board.

SECTION 1.(h) This section is effective when it becomes law and applies to
elections held in 2024 and thereafter.

SECTION 2.(a) Section 1 of Chapter 930 of the 1971 Session Laws reads as
rewritten:

"Section 1. The Hickory City Board of Education efthe-Hickery-Administrative-SchoolUnit
shaII eentmee—te—consmt of seven @—members anel—the—plaeselcat—membets—ef—the—BeaFd—e#
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four-year terms."
SECTION 2.(b) Section 3 of Chapter 930 of the 1971 Session Laws reads as
rewritten:

"Sec. 3. One bH-member of the Hickory City Board of Education shall be elected from each
ward by the qualified voters of the ward, and the member must be a resident of the ward. One {&)
member of the Hickory City Board of Education shaII be elected at Iarge by the qualrfled voters
of the entire unit. 3
Members shall be elected on a partrsan basrs at the time of the qeneral eIectlon in each
even-numbered year as terms expire. Candidates for election to the Hickory City Board of
Education shall be nominated at the same time and manner as county officers. Except as provided
by this act, the election shall be conducted in accordance with the applicable provisions of
Chapters 115C and 163 of the General Statutes. The election shall be heId and conducted by the

SECTION 2.(c) Section 4 of Chapter 930 of the 1971 Session Laws, as amended by

Chapter 382 of the 1979 Session Laws, reads as rewritten:
"Sec. 4. Candidates for membership on the Hickory City Board of Education shall file their
a notice of candidacy with the Catawba County Board of Elections, on forms prescribed by the

Board, notlater-than-5:00-p-m-—on-the-ninth-Friday-preceding-the-election—at the same time as

candldates for county offlcers and pay a flllng fee of frve dollars ($5 00) Jrf—mere—than—twe-@

vete&east—shau—bedeekareel—eleeted—All candrdates in anv pnmary or qeneral election heId under
this act shall be qualified voters of Catawba County who reside within the boundaries of the
Hickory Administrative School Unit and, if filing for a seat representing a ward, reside within
that ward."

SECTION 2.(d) Section 7 of Chapter 930 of the 1971 Session Laws reads as
rewritten:

SECTION 2.(e) Section 10 of Chapter 930 of the 1971 Session Laws reads as
rewritten:

the Hickory City Board of Education shall be considered a county board of education."
SECTION 2.(f) Sections 5 and 6 of Chapter 930 of the 1971 Session Laws are

repealed.
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SECTION 2.(g) No election for the Hickory City Board of Education shall occur in
2023. The terms of office for the three members of the Hickory City Board of Education serving
on the effective date of this section whose terms are set to expire in 2023 shall be extended by
one year. The terms of office for the four members of the Hickory City Board of Education
serving on the effective date of this section whose terms are set to expire in 2025 shall be
extended by one year. Regular elections for the Hickory City Board of Education shall be
conducted in even-numbered years beginning in 2024,

SECTION 2.(h) The members of the Hickory City Board of Education elected in
2019 and 2021, or any member appointed to fill a vacancy for the remainder of an unexpired
term for a member elected in 2019 or 2021, shall serve until a successor has been elected and
qualified. Any vacancy on the Hickory City Board of Education for a member elected in 2019
and 2021 shall be filled by appointment by the remaining members of the Hickory City Board of
Education.

SECTION 2.(i) Thissection is effective when it becomes law and applies to elections
held on or after that date.

SECTION 3.(a) Chapter 200 of the Private Laws of 1935, as amended by Chapter
716 of the 1961 Session Laws and Chapter 81 of the 1967 Session Laws reads as rewrltten

Newton Conover City Board of Educatlon shaII consist of six members Members shall serve

staggered four-year terms. Three members shall represent the Newton district. Three members
shall represent the Conover district.

"Sec. 1%. (a) Qualified voters residing in the area hereinbefore-defined as "Old Conover
Special School Tax District" shall vote for the Frustees-members of the Newton-Conover City
Board of Education residing in that district only and the qualified voters residing in the area
hereinbefore-defined as the "Old Newton Graded School District” shall vote for the Frustees
members of the Newton-Conover City Board of Education residing in that district only, so that
the Conover representatives shall be elected exclusively by voters and residents of the Conover

(b) For the purpose of conductrng the eIectrons herem—erewdeel—fer—for members of the

established and re-defined as follows:

Iewns—meetmg—m—;emt—sessreprMembers of the Nevvton Conover City Board of Educatron shaII
be elected on a partisan basis at the time of the general election in each even-numbered year as
terms expire. Candidates for election to the Newton-Conover City Board of Education shall be
nominated at the same time and manner as county officers. Except as provided by this act, the
election shall be conducted in accordance with the applicable provisions of Chapters 115C and
163 of the General Statutes

All candidates in any primary or general election held under this act shall be
gualified voters of Catawba County who reside within the boundaries of the Newton-Conover
Administrative School Unit and who reside in the district for the seat apportioned to that district.

Catawba County Board of Elections.

time-of sueh-vaeaney-in accordance with G. S 115C 37.1. For the purposes of that sectlon the
Newton-Conover City Board of Education shall be considered a county board of education.

SECTION 3.(b) No election for the Newton-Conover City Board of Education shall
occur in 2023. The terms of office for the three members of the Newton-Conover City Board of
Education serving on the effective date of this section whose terms are set to expire in 2023 shall
be extended by one year. The terms of office for the three members of the Newton-Conover City
Board of Education serving on the effective date of this section whose terms are set to expire in
2025 shall be extended by one year. Regular elections for the Newton-Conover City Board of
Education shall be conducted in even-numbered years beginning in 2024.

SECTION 3.(c) The members of the Newton-Conover City Board of Education
elected in 2019 and 2021, or any member appointed to fill a vacancy for the remainder of an
unexpired term for a member elected in 2019 or 2021, shall serve until a successor has been
elected and qualified. Any vacancy on the Newton-Conover City Board of Education for a
member elected in 2019 and 2021 shall be filled by appointment by the remaining members of
the Newton-Conover City Board of Education.

SECTION 3.(d) This section is effective when it becomes law and applies to
elections held on or after that date.

SECTION 4.(a) Chapter 551 of the 1981 Session Laws is repealed.

SECTION 4.(b) Section 8 of Chapter 939 of the 1987 Session Laws reads as
rewritten:

"Sec. 8. The Board-of Education-of Pamhico-County-Pamlico County Board of Education
shall eentinrue-to-consist of seven members-members, elected on a partisan basis at the time of
the general election in each even-numbered year. Candidates for election to the Pamlico County
Board of Education shall be nominated at the same time and manner as other county officers.
Members shall serve staggered four-year terms. Members shall take office on the first Monday
in December following the election, and the terms of their predecessors shall expire at the same
time. Members shall serve until a successor has been elected and qualified. Except as otherwise
provided by this act, elections shall be conducted in accordance with Chapters 115C and 163 of
the General Statutes. Vacancies on the Pamlico County Board of Education shall be filled in
accordance with G.S. 115C-37.1."

SECTION 4.(c) Section 10 of Chapter 939 of the 1987 Session Laws, as amended
by S.L. 2005-305, is repealed.

SECTION 4.(d) Sections 11 and 13 of Chapter 939 of the 1987 Session Laws are

repealed.

SECTION 4.(e) Beginning in 2024, one member shall be elected from Districts 1,
2, 3, and 5 to serve four-year terms. Beginning in 2026, one member shall be elected from District
4 and two members shall be elected from the county at large to serve four-year terms.

SECTION 4.(f) This section does not affect the terms of office of any person elected
in 2020 or 2022 to the Pamlico County Board of Education. Any vacancy on the Pamlico County
Board of Education for a member elected in 2020 or 2022 shall be filled by the remaining
members of the Pamlico County Board of Education. The members of the Pamlico County Board

of Education elected in 2020 or 2022, or any member appointed by the remaining members of
the Pamlico County Board of Education to fill a vacancy of a member elected in 2020 or 2022,
shall serve until a successor has been elected and qualified.

SECTION 5.(a) G.S. 115C-37.1(d) reads as rewritten:

"(d)  This section shall apply only to the Hickory City Board of Education and the
Newton-Conover City Board of Education and in the following counties: Alleghany, Beaufort,
Brunswick, Burke, Caldwell, Carteret, Catawba, Cherokee, Clay, Cleveland, Craven, Dare,
Davie, Graham, Guilford, Harnett, Hyde, Iredell, Lee, Lincoln, Madison, New Hanover, Onslow,
Pamlico, Pender, Rutherford, Stanly, Stokes, Surry, Vance, Washington, and Yancey."

SECTION 5.(b) This section becomes effective December 1, 2024.
SECTION 6. Except as otherwise provided, this act is effective when it becomes

law.
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
